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• DSHS -  Disaster Cash Assistance Program - Disaster Cash Assistance is available Dec. 17, 2025, to Jan. 15, 

2026, for eligible households affected by flooding in specific counties. Those counties include Benton, 

Chelan, Cowlitz, Grays Harbor, King, Kittitas, Lewis, Pacific, Pierce, Skagit, Snohomish, Thurston, Yakima and 

Whatcom.  

 

To apply, call the Customer Service Contact Center at 877-501-2233 or visit your local Community Services 

Office between 8 a.m. and 2 p.m. Monday through Friday.  

• Flood recovery support for farmers - USDA Farm Services Agency (FSA) has several emergency relief 

programs that can help with post-flood recovery. To qualify for this coverage: 

 

1. Contact your local FSA office at the first sign of damage. Damage reports are needed to request 

funding for the Emergency Conservation Program (ECP), so please report early, even if you only have 

general information to share at this point. If your farm is not already registered with USDA, they can 

help start that process.

2. Document damage or losses with photos that are date stamped (phone cameras do this 

automatically).

• Tree Assistance Program (TAP) -  The Tree Assistance Program (TAP), administered by the Farm Service 

Agency (FSA), offers financial support to orchardists and nursery tree growers who experience losses due to 

natural disasters. TAP helps cover the cost of replanting or rehabilitating eligible trees, bushes, and vines that 

produce annual crops and have been damaged or destroyed. This program is crucial for helping producers 

recover from adverse events and ensuring the long-term viability of their agricultural operations.

• Evergreen State Fair Emergency Stabling -  The Evergreen State Fair Park is used as a resource to house 

livestock during times of natural disasters. The Evergreen State Fair Park determines when this resource is 

open for use and will communicate this through our social media channels and our website. Emergency 

stabling is OPEN as of 3:30 p.m. December 8, 2025 in anticipation of flooding. 

 

• Snohomish Flooding: U-Haul Offers 30 Days Free Self-Storage in Washington –  U-Haul® is offering 30 days of 

free self-storage and U-Box® container usage at nine Company facilities across western Washington to aid 

those affected by the Snohomish River flooding. The 30 days’ free offer applies to new self-storage and U-

Box rentals and is based on availability at each Company-owned and -operated location. People seeking 

more information on the disaster relief program or needing to arrange storage services can call or visit their 

nearest participating U-Haul center. Nine facilities are part of the program, including in Everett and 

Lynnwood.
